Nepal was only part of her father’s 20-year-old photo archive until last year, when French artist Emma Ponsart traversed the different places of Nepal using the archive as her guiding-map. Now, she has brought her experiences to life in a new audio-visual installation entitled ‘Remanences--Worlds In Essence’. The installation was inaugurated on March 14 at the Kathmandu Contemporary Arts Centre (KCAC), Jhamsikhel. 





Ponsart’s father’s visits made her feel emotionally close to the country. “I’ve known this country for so long. The places I visited were not really new to me,” she said. Emma started her journey in November last year from Gosaikunda, and over six months, she followed the path guided by her father though his photos and captured those views again, this time through her perspective. 





“I’ve always liked experimenting. This experiment of mine can also be called ‘visual poems’. This is my poetic approach to the different places of Nepal,” she said, when asked about the concept of the installation. The visual art student believes the human body to be the most important tool for experimentation. In a video installation, she has attached a video camera to her body and has walked across suspension bridges. The installation is beamed on a television screen which has itself been suspended in the air. While looking at these loop-edited video clips, one can actually relate to the footage through the movements the human body makes while crossing a bridge. Ponsart tries to give the audience an essence of her journey. She has used lights, video projections, mirrors, and music to demonstrate her fe elings as an artist.





The installation will continue till March 20.
